To edit (or check) the settings for a student: 

1. On the top right of the screen, start typing a name in the Find a 
Student field, and then select the name from the list of 
possible matches that appears below the field 

 

2. Click the TestNav PNP tab 

 

3. Select the accommodations to associate with the student

4. Click Save 

This will override any previous settings made by you or others.
